Great news! The Government 

has announced an extension of 

the Primary PE & Sport Premium 

grant until 2020 and  a doubling 

of the funding from September 

2017. At the time of printing 

17/18 schools have already 

signed up to our School Sport 

Programme for 2017-18. 

So far this academic year 100% 

of schools have attended at least 

one sports competition/festival 

and over 3347 pupil places have 

been accessed. These events 

have created 184 opportunities 

for Young Leaders from year’s 8 

to 13. 

This term 18 staff from 10 

schools attended a Early Years 

‘Ready to Write’ PE course led 

by Lesley Doughty and the 

feedback was excellent. As a 

follow up, we are looking to 

put on a Yoga course for early 

years teachers in the summer 

term 

One of the major aims of the 

programme is on-going staff 

CPD in schools and so far over 

150 staff across all schools in 

the partnership have accessed 

this working alongside their 

School Sport Programme 

Teacher. A further 26 teachers 

and support staff have ac-

cessed football CPD through 

the FA Soccer Skills Pro-

gramme with Simon Harris.
